Program Helps are eliminated 
and have been replaced with 
the Den & Pack Meeting Re-
source Guide. This is the only 
completely new resource and 
has been developed to support 
the new method. It includes 
den meeting plans, pack meet-
ing plans, key information in 
running effective den meetings, 
and a section with resources, 

forms, and applications. 

 
Monthly themes they have 
been known (craft and season-
ally based), are replaced with 
the 12 Core Values of Cub 
Scouting. Pack meetings now 
focus on advancement, recog-
nition, and educational & en-
tertaining programming. The 
core values are the program 
themes for the monthly pack 
meetings and do not change 
each year. Beginning in Sep-
tember and ending in August, 
the core values are as follows: 
Cooperation, Responsibility, 
Citizenship, Respect, Positive 
Attitude, Resourcefulness, 
Compassion, Faith, Health and 
Fitness, Perseverance, Cour-
age, and Honesty. Den Meet-
ing plans are designed around 
the school year (beginning in 
September) and boys advance 
in rank when the format of 2 
den meetings, a pack meeting, 
and an outing/activity are fol-
lowed each month. Rank ad-
vancement occurs by Blue & 
Gold in February.

In this role, 
he oversees the activities of a number of our committees     
including Camping, Advancement, Activities, High Adventure 
and Aquatics just to name a few.  Frank replaces our dear friend 
and hard-working Scouter, David Shoulders, who has asked to 
step down due to the pressure of other commitments.  David 
will still keep many of his roles in Scouting.  Like many of you, 
David provides his outstanding leadership skills in several areas.

We experienced significant flooding on Kentucky Lake as the TVA 
and Army Corps of Engineers managed the water flowing from the 
high levels of rainfall in Tennessee and Kentucky in the last month 
or so.  We were able, with the help of several volunteers and our 
professionals, to safeguard our equipment and try to minimize 
damage from the flooding.  It looks like we succeeded and I thank 
everyone involved for your help.  We have scheduled the last two 
weekends in May for work at Camp Roy C. Manchester to get 
ready for summer camp.

The Cub Scout Sports and      

A c a d e m i c s 

program con-

tains two 

levels of 

awards that

the belt loop, which most nor-

mally have three       require-

ments, and the pin, which are 

usually geared to provide some 

challenge to Cub Scouts inter-

ested in learning and doing more 

than just the belt loop require-

ments. 

To be eligible to receive this belt 

loop, Cub Scouts, with the help 

of their parents, need to       

complete the following three        

requirements: 

1. Review your local fishing 

regulations with your leader 

or adult partner.  Explain 

why they are important and 

commit to observing them. 

2. Demonstrate how to     

properly bait a hook. 

3. Spend at least thirty min-

utes trying to catch a fish. 

 

Once you and your Cub Scout 

have completed these require-

ments, talk to your den leader 

and encourage them to allow 

your child to share what he has 

learned with others in your 

den. Let your Cubmaster or 

den leader know your child has 

completed the requirements so 

he can receive this award at the 

next pack meeting.
