How to Find Evidence of Animals

Looking, Listening, smelling, and touching are
all ways you can gather evidence of animals

in your neighborhood and in the back
country.

Looking - Slow down and give your eyes time
to notice what is all around you. You might
start by glancing quickly at a forest or a front
yard, then carefully examining one tree. Try
getting down on your hands and knees and
inspecting a square foot of earth. Look for
animal footprints, overturned stones, tufts of
fur caught on twigs, or a feather on the
ground. Be alert to movements in the brush,
in the water, and in the sky. Use a magnifying
glass or binoculars for your closer looks.

Listening - Sit quietly and you will discover that
the outdoors is full of

Smelling - A keen sense of smell is as
important to some animals as hearing and
seeing are to othersé

Touching - A snake flicking out its tongue is
picking up vibrations in the air. Nerves running
along the bodies of fish alert them to changes

in the water. With whiskers or feelers, moles
and opossums rely upon touch more than
their other senses. Even animals with sharp
eyesight or finely tuned noses are aware of
the feel of things around them.

Catfish Parmesan

Crumbs for topping:

2 cups dry breadcrumbs

3/4 cup grated Parmesan cheese

4 thsp chopped parsley

1/2 tsp oregano

1/s tsp chopped basil

1 tsp salt

1/4 cup cooking oil or melted butter
4 serving -size pieces of catfish fillets

Mix the topping crumbs well and place
in a shallow pan. Place the cooking oil
or butter in a small bowl.

Dip each fillet piece in the bowl of oil (or
melted butter) and then dip each piece
in the dry crumb mix. Place the fillet
pieces in an oiled pan and place the
pan in the Dutch oven.

Bake the pan of fish for 25 minutes or
until the meat flakes easily.

To attract the attention of rescuers, use signals
that make you louder, larger, or more colorful

than usual. Motion and colors that contrast
sharply with their background are especially

effective in attracting attention.

Passive visible signals. Many searches are
conducted from aircraft, so large, angular
ground signals that contrast in color with natu-
ral hues may catch the eye of an airborne
rescuer. You can make the most common
ground to air signal -a | ar g-éby layikgout
brightly colored tents, tarps, or rescue blankets,
by stamping down sand or snow with your
boots; by pulling out clumps of turf; or by lining
up branches or stones. A great advantage of
ground signals is that they need no further ef-
fort once youdve compl e
with other visual signals they are effective only
when the sky is clear and light. Be sure to dis-
mantle the ground signals after you have been
rescued.
